This book is the best available, hands down. It is not condescending. It contains no serious errors; such
infelicities as there are in its Greek sentences are to be excused on the grounds of pedagogical expediency.
Its grammatical and morphological sections are the very definition of clarity and succinctness.

It leaves certain declensional
systems and conditional constructions to the appendix, for example, and it certainly should include the an
account of the dual, at least for nouns, somewhere in the body of the text.
